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BELGRADE

Belgrade is the capital of the Republic of Serbia and its largest city. It is one of the oldest
cities in Europe, with first settlements of prehistoric VinCa dating back to 4800 BC. It was
founded by Celts in the 3 century BC and named Singidun. The Romans conquered it in the
2" century AC and romanized its name to Singidunum. The Slavic name Beligrad (meaning
“White city”) was first recorded in 878 AC. Belgrade’s most notable landmarks are the Victor
monument (Pobednik), the Cathedral Church of St. Michael the Archangel (Saborna crkva),
Prince Mihailo Monument, the Belgrade Palace (Beogradanka), the St Sava’s Church, as well
as the Belgrade Fortress, firstly built in the 1% century AC.

In June 2005, the Miroslav’s Gospel was
inscribed in the UNESCO’s World Heritage List. It is written on parchment and beautifully
illuminated, with rich decorations.

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LEPENSKI VIR

Lepenski vir is one of the largest and most important Mesolithic and Neolithic archaeolog-
ical sites. It is located on the right bank of the Danube River in the Derdap Gorge. Seven
successive settlements were discovered on the Lepenski Vir site, with the remains of 136
residential and sacral buildings dating from 9500/7200 BC to 6000 BC. The most remarkable
finds are piscine sculptures, unique to the Lepenski vir culture. Their fish-like features sug-
gest a connection with river gods and speak of the riverine life of the inhabitants.

THE VINCA CULTURE

The Vinca culture is a Neolithic archaeological culture in Southeastern Europe dated to the
period 5700-4500 BC. It was the most technologically advanced prehistoric culture in the
world. The Vinca culture was named after its type site in the village of Vina near Belgrade,
on the right bank of the Danube River. Zoomorphic and anthropomorphic figurines are hall-
marks of the Vinca culture, as well as the Vin¢a symbols, deemed to be the earliest form of
proto-writing.

VIMINACIUM

Viminacium is an archaeological site near the town of Pozarevac. From 1st to 4th century, it
was one of the most important cities and military camps of the Roman province of Moesia,
and the capital of Moesia Superior. One of the significant discoveries at this site is a complete
fossil skeleton of a rare species of mammoth almost 1 million years old.
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
